They put out a call for poems and were overwhelmed at the response, which they narrowed to 150



poems on the subject of "grief and gratitude."The collection features over 25 Minnesota writers, as

well as writers from as far away as Japan and Indonesia. Names like Tess Gallagher, Raymond

Carver Jr., and Susan Carol Hauser may be instantly familiar, but the book also features plenty of

newcomers. The title of the anthology is taken from a poem by Raymond Carver called "Late

Fragment," the first one in the book.And did you get whatyou wanted from this life, even so?I

did.And what did you want?To call myself beloved, to feel myselfbeloved on earth.There is one

detractor to this nice package of poetry, and that is the cover. With its neon tones and blurred,

70s-wallpaper look, it's just not serious enough for the work that's inside. The most appealing

aspect is the variety of the poems. While it isn't a book you want to sit down and read through all at

once, it is a book you can pick up to find inspiration. Just knowing it's there on the shelf might be a

comfort in itself.

My dad gave me this book after my mom passed away. I read it again after my dad passed away,

and I'm sure I will read it many times more.
